THERE could not have been a better start to 2010 for Dundalk Simon Community as singer Sharon Corr won € 27,000 for the homeless charity when she took part in Celebrity Winning Streak on New Years Eve.

A group of workers, volunteers and residents from Dundalk's Simon Community travelled to the RTÉ Studio for the recording of the show which was presented by Marthy Whelan and Kathryn Thomas.

Sharon was one of five Irish celebrities who took part in the show and Orla Kerbey, fundraiser with Dundalk Simon Community said they were thrilled when they got a phonecall from RTÉ saying that Sharon had nominated Simon as her charity.

As she chatted to presenter Marthy Whelan, Sharon explained that she was familiar with the work which the Simon community does in Dundalk.

She recalled presenting the People of the Year Award to Simon volunteer Eleanor Thompson who had taken a terminally ill man into her home and nursed him, allowing him to die with dignity.

Sharon also revealed that there had been a lot of changes in her own life in recent years. No longer touring with her siblings in The Corrs, she is the mother of two young children, aged two and three, and has just recorded her solo album 'Dream of You' which is due for release in the near future.

Although she didn't get to spin the wheel, Sharon won € 27,000, half of which will go to Dundalk Simon Community and half to the Simon Community nationally.

'It was absolutely fantastic,' said Orla Kerbey who spoke of the work which Simon does in Dundalk. 'It was a great boost to our fundraising efforts and we want to thank Sharon very much for nominating us as her charity for the show.'

After the show Sharon met with the group from Dundalk Simon who had travelled to the studio to cheer her on.
